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Highlights in brief:

The 2010 Cradle Camp will provide luxury tented accommodation for the 2010 Football World Cup in South Africa between 10 June – 12 July 2010. Set up for 33 days only over the tournament. 

The 2010 Cradle Camp is located 14km from Johannesburg’s second airport Lanseria, in the Cradle of Humankind, which is equidistant from the football stadia in Johannesburg, Pretoria & Rustenburg. The Cradle of Humankind is home to many of our African wildlife species namely Rhinoceros, Giraffe, Wildebeest, Warthog, Eland, Impala, Kudu and Gemsbok to name a few. It is also considered by experts to have a wealth of fossils and archaeological findings dating back to the start of humankind.

The Cradle Camp is 10 minutes from Lanseria Airport and 45 minutes for the city centre, yet no civilization is visible from the 2010 Camp, which boasts views of African landscape, valleys, rolling hills and wildlife.

The accommodation & guest experiences will replicate that of UNCHARTED AFRICA SAFARI COMPANY’S signature camp in Botswana, JACKS CAMP.  This luxury camp has just won 4 top awards at the 2009 Tourism Indaba; 1) Best Camp in Africa; 2) Best Safari Camp in Southern Africa; 3) Best Ecological Camp and 4) Best Guiding Team. 

There will be 4 guest camps consisting of 12 double room tents with fully plumbed en-suite bathrooms and a communal dining and relaxation mess tent with conference and meeting facilities. There are also several day beds where massages will be available.

The entertainment camp consists of an entertainment tent with match viewing facilities, a large bar with entertainment facilities and large screen TV. A separate staff camp situated 1.7km away from the guest camps will house all staff, office and storage amenities.

The camp sleeps 96 guests in total and is serviced by 165 staff.

The 2010 Cradle Camp is set up to sleep 24 people per guest camp (totalling 96 beds) and is therefore ideal for large corporate clients, FIFA sponsors or individual businesses which either takes the entire 2010 Cradle Camp or 1 of the 4 guest camps.

The Camp is designed to allow for private business meetings and presentations as well as a central entertainment and match viewing facility to promote business networking.
Corporate reward programmes would be an example of an ideal prospect. Owing to our guest entertainment cycle, spending 3 nights at The 2010 Cradle Camp would ensure an optimal experience.

The camp is extremely luxurious and facilities will equate to those of a 5-star hotel with 7-star entertainment.
