DAY 7: Aswan

The Elephantine Island and see the Nilemeter built by the Pharaohs, and view the 

Aghaa Khan Mausoleum from your felucca. 
 
 DAY 8: Aswan / Kom Ombo / Edfu
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Before leaving Aswan, you'll pay a visit to the awesome Aswan dams, Philae Temple,

 And gaze at the massive Unfinished Obelisk in the granite quarry, Set sail to Edfu 

City and overnight.

DAY 9: EDFU / Esna / Luxor
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This morning we take a Horse carriage ride visit the Edfu Temple; it's considered to 

Be the apex of Egyptian architecture. Then sail to Esna to cross the Nile lock, and 

Continue on to Luxor.

DAY 10: Luxor
